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6. BRIEF OVERVIEW OF THE PROPOSITIONS ON THE MAY 12016 BALLOT

6.01 Proposed 2016-2017 Budget

Mr. Robert Banzer, Superintendent of Schools, mtesethe 2016-2017 Budget Overview and ballot
propositions on the May 17, 2016 Vote. Propositiinis the 2016-2017 Budget in the amount of
$161,380,883. Mr. Banzer reviewed the budget piesr and the budget highlights, proposed
expenditures, proposed revenue, tax levy impact tiae tax rate calculation. Proposition #2 isxpend
the sum of $600,000 from the 2008 General Constmi&lectro-Mechanical Capital Reserve and
$1,495,000 from the 2012 Capital Reserve II, fototal of $2,095,000 for the following capital
improvements: (1) Replacement of two boilers asgbeiated mechanical systems with gas conversion at
Ocean Avenue Elementary School, (2) Complete rdrmvaf boys and girls locker rooms at Northport
Middle School, (3) replacement of gymnasium ceilitdNorthport Middle School, and (4) gas conversion
at Fifth Avenue Elementary School. Propositionsta community submitted proposition to decrease th
number of Board Members from nine to seven.

Mr. Banzer stated that there are three seats alaifar the Board of Education and five candidates
running. The candidates are Allison Noonan, JBlizger, Shawne Albero, Andrew Rapiejko and Lori
McCue.
