Mr. Jim Bigley of HMB Consultants presented the $uary of the Operational and Financial Assessment
report of the Child Nutrition Program. Mr. Biglestated that within the report were numerous

recommendations with the intent to make the mosittipe impact on the Child Nutrition Program as a

whole, improve student satisfaction, increase megicipation and lower costs.

Mr. Bigley reviewed the findings stating that overaost areas are in compliance with the USDA Final
Rule Standards and “All Foods Sold in Schools” glifes throughout the District. There are someasre
that need to be focused on with further trainingec#fically with the “Offer vs. Serve” program. Mr
Bigley noted that the Food Service Director hasaly addressed this and many other topics witkttdfé
members.

Mr. Bigley reviewed the financial overview, the imtiate corrective action plan, recommendations,
menu enhancements, lucky tray day, breakfast piom®tdeli and Panini promotions, and thinking
outside the box.

Mr. Bigley reviewed the positive initial results egidenced by the immediate increase in meals @t bo
breakfast and lunch. Professional Developmentreesmmended for the Food Service Director to attend
USDA and SED sponsored webinars, conferences, Wwoplss etc. and to consider sending one or two
cooks per year to the SED sponsored Summer Profiedstooking Workshop.

In conclusion, Mr. Bigley stated that the Food Smr\Director has identified each objective withiret
assessment and has created weekly/monthly goalsrough regular scheduled training, the Child
Nutrition staff will promote complete breakfast aluwhch meals, which will assist in making the Child
Nutrition Program a viable and financially soundgmam. With continued dedication, determinatiod an
follow-through of the recommendations, the Distvigll continue to realize even more positive result
